Discussion will be held at the next MSB meeting to be held on January 12, 2012 at the Grant County Convention Center, Silver City, NM.  
Recent Rule Changes
The Mining Safety Board held a public meeting and hearing on August 26, 2010.  During the meeting, the Mining Safety Board approved changes regarding rules for  19.6.2 NMAC, Emergency Notification and 19.6.4 NMAC, Certification of Coal Mine Officials.  The rules were filed in the New Mexico Register with an effective date of October 1, 2010.  
Old Business
On Thursday October 2, 2009,  a MSB meeting was held.  During the meeting, the Mining Safety Board conducted a public hearing on proposed rules for mining safety proposed by the SMI to the Mining Safety Board.  The Board considered comment regarding the proposed rules for the penalty structure for failure to report an accident.  It then voted to approve a rule change based on the input from the hearing
