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Underground Mine Foreman

Requirements For Testing
Underground coal mining personnel shall have 4 or more years of experience in or about UG coal mines, must be certified as Mine Examiner and have performed the duties of a Mine Examiner for at least 6 months prior to applying for and taking the Mine Foreman's examination.  

Personnel with 4 or more years of experience in or about UG coal mines, and providing underground foreman certification from another state program, meet the requirements for testing.

Engineers who have received a BS degree in Mining or Mineral Engineering must have at least 2 years of experience in or about UG coal mines, must be certified as a Mine Examiner and have performed the duties of a Mine Examiner for at least 6 months prior to applying for and taking the Mine Foreman's examination. Engineers must provide proof of degree.
All personnel must meet the following additional requirements:
· Current in First Aid Training and Annual Refresher training

· Certification by MSHA in Methane Detection/Oxygen deficiency

· Valid driver's license

· 1 letter of recommendation from a company official

· 3 additional letters of recommendation

· Additional information as required in the packet
