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[wo vears ago, in a message ior the Porphyry of 1931, 1
voiced the opmion that the bottom of the depression probably
had been reached but that the recovery promised to be slow and
tedious. That opmion regarding the recovery still holds, but
certainly the time of reaching the bottom must be revised. In
subsequent vears the bank crisis of March, 1835, may be re-

corded as the lowest level, or it may bear even a later date.

[n this period of industrial stagnation, unemployment
and gloomy aspect, let us hold fast to certam well justified hopes
[his depression is no more likely to represent a permanent cofi-
dition than were the preceding depressions. Although super
prosperity similar to that of the late twenties may be many years
in the future, industry will agam come mto its own. Technical
knowledee will be more important in future years than ever

the past.

\With the return of better times will come increased emphasis
on the training and ability of the mining engineer who 1s em-
ployed. I confidently believe that the New Mexico School of
Mines will continue to prepare its graduates to compete advan-

tacecusly with those of other engineering schools.
